PROJECT: Our association is a municipal institution situated in Nagold, which runs a youth centre and
a children's day care centre. We have 10 co-workers and a managing committee that consists of 6
volunteers from Germany and other EU countries.

Nagold has a population of 22,000. The town is situated close to the Black Forest. The economical
and social conditions are good, and thus the possibility to concentrate on work with socially
disadvantaged children and youths is simplified. We have been hosting volunteers since 1998, and
we have had more than 20 youngsters from different countries, with whom we had good
experiences.

The volunteers have the possibility to choose from different working fields that focus on children and
youth work, located in different places around Nagold. We make sure to consider the volunteers’
abilities and preferences. You will find more info about us here: www.YOUZNagold.de

WORK: The working fields of the volunteers are chosen depending on their capacities and
preferences.

The “Kinderkiste”

Here you will work with children between 6 and 10 years. The working day usually starts at 9am with
a meeting and the preparation of the day within the YOUZ team. At 11.45am the volunteers will go to
the school to have lunch with the children. Afterwards they help them with their homework and
other activities such as sport, computer, music, painting etc. By the way: volunteers are also
encouraged to organize their own activities for the children! At 3.30pm volunteers will go to the day
care centre and spend the afternoon with children playing games and helping with unfinished
homework till 5pm.

The “ Youthcenter”

Volunteers will also support the YOUZ's employees with various activities. These activities include
cleaning, preparing lunch once a week, and working in the YOUZ bar. The volunteers will have the
possibility to participate in and help organise different events (sports events, excursions, concerts...
etc.) for kids between 14 and 18 years. For special occasions such as Christmas and Halloween, the
volunteers will also engage in various tasks, such as helping with cooking and baking, taking care of
drinks, preparing the rooms for concerts etc. Every Tuesday there is a weekly meeting with the YOUZ
employees where the various activities are discussed.

“Daxburg” children’s camp

In the summer holidays, there is a big children's camp called “Daxburg”, which takes place every year
with about 100 kids. The volunteers will take care of the organisation and different activities.
International youth work such as leading the international workcamp with young people from
different countries is one of the main jobs for volunteers in July.

You will receive 350€ personal expenses per month. We support the volunteers during all actions, so
that they have a sense of security, the learning effect is higher and we get the best results.

TRAINING: Several seminars are part of this volunteering programme. If needed, the volunteer has
the opportunity to take part in German language course in Nagold.

ACCOMMODATION: The YOUZ has an apartment in the youth club building which both volunteers
will share. Three people can live in three respective rooms. There is a furnished kitchen, a bathroom
and all the necessary equipment, such as internet, TV, etc. The apartment sharing is a good way to
accompany the volunteers during leisure time.

LOCATION: Nagold is situated in the beautiful Black Forest and has about 22,000 inhabitants.
NEXT AIRPORT: Stuttgart (STR)
NEXT TRAIN STATION: Nagold

SPECIAL REQUIREMENTS: Volunteers need to be interested in meeting new people and should enjoy
spending some of their free time to hang out at the YOUZ bar with young people from Nagold.
Intermediate knowledge of German language is required to be able to communicate with the
younger children! Volunteers need to be motivated to work with children and young people. Some
experience in that field will be useful, but is not mandatory.

SELECTION PROCESS: If you think that you fit perfectly to our project, please apply with CV, picture,
motivation letter (in German or English) and a Certificate of good conduct.

If you are selected, there will be the possibility to come and visit us in Nagold to get to know us and
to see how we work, before you decide if you want to join our team (travel costs will be covered).
